“candidate.”

The next step for these three will be the Rite of Sending on
the first Sunday of Lent at the 9:00 AM Mass in which we
ceremonially send them to the Cathedral. The two
catechumens sign the Book of the Elect. All three go to the
Cathedral that afternoon to be greeted by the Bishop and
welcomed to the final phase of their formation getting ready
to become fully Catholic at the Easter Vigil Mass.
