Hello everyone,

The advent of covid-19 has set into motion so many
unusual, unprecedented actions and effects that it's hard to
keep track or make sense of them.

“Can you believe it?” | have found myself saying about
everything from the cancellation of Mass, of professional
sports, and graduations to the scarcity of toilet paper and
vegetables in local grocery stores.

It seems clear that “social distancing” has proven to have
slowed the spread of the virus. Thus, giving our health care
systems a shot at keeping up with the demand, or at least
not falling too gravely behind.

It is encouraging to see how people of faith and goodwiill
have embraced the sacrifices required to preserve the
common good. We are truly a pro-life people every time we
put on a mask in public and maintain the distancing to help
protect those who are, like me, old, or have immune issues.
They are at the greatest risk. Wouldn'’t it be interesting to
see the actual numbers of how our selfless acts have had a
positive effect on others? We may be pleasantly surprised.

The imposed isolation we have gone through provides us
an important opportunity to call to mind the many people
who experience “social distancing” as a daily, lived reality
— most often not of their choosing.

As we have gone through our own isolation, we might ask
ourselves: Who are the people for whom this is their routine,
a “normal” day for them? How can we draw closer to them
now and when this is over?” Our isolation is temporary, but
for these folks, some we know and love and those we have
not met yet, it's not guaranteed.

As social events and large gatherings, including public
Mass, are beginning again, | have been thinking of the
elderly, infirm, hospitalized and homebound who cannot
take part in religious, recreational, or social events. How
often we forget those who are isolated due to sickness or
old age; those whose disabilities render them dependent on
others for transportation to and from activities; those who
rely on others to bring them holy Communion.

As our isolation comes to an end and it is deemed safe
to interact with people of age and those immune
compromised, can we commit to visiting them more often or
bringing them Jesus, present in the Eucharist? In the
meantime, can we write to them or call them to let them
know we are thinking of them?

| have been thinking, too, of people who are homeless,
who live each day without a stable social network of friends,
family, and neighbors. Can we reimagine how to help these
people establish a home and build a social support system
after having gone without it for so long?

| am hopeful as the isolation, quarantine and social
distancing eventually comes to a complete end, that this
pruning we have experienced, will bear great fruit down the
road, including works of mercy and love for those for whom
social distancing is the norm.

This is the time to reimage Jesus’ command to love one
another. Let's not waste this chance to close the “social
distance” between ourselves and those at the fringes and
truly embrace the entire body of Christ.

Do you feel called to the permanent diaconate?

The process of forming the next cohort of permanent
deacons will begin soon. To be considered, an applicant
must be a Roman Catholic man at least 35 years of age, an
active member of his parish, and live within the diocese. He
must be in good health, of sound moral character, mature
faith, regular practice in the sacramental life of the Church,
and have a sense of vocation to service. If married, he must
be in a strong, valid, Catholic marriage for a minimum of five
years and have the support of his wife and family. If
unmarried, he must be willing and able to commit to
celibacy. Applicants should be no older than in their early

sixties. Those admitted should be prepared to commit
themselves to the formation process for at least the next
four years, beginning in the fall of 2021. Applicants should
have a substantial history of active service to their parish,
have the written approval of their pastor, and meet various
other admission requirements. There are no special
educational requirements.

The deadline for inquiries to the Diocesan Aspirancy
Process is November 15, 2020. All men who are interested
in more information and/or applying are asked to contact
Pattie Reynolds, Vocations Administrative Assistant,
Diocese of Grand Rapids, for an appointment:
