From Deacon Ed’s corner

A driver placed a note under the windshield wiper of his
illegally parked car which read: "I have circled the block for
20 minutes. I'm late for an appointment; if | don't park here,

I'll lose my job. 'Forgive us our trespasses'.

When he came back, he found a parking ticket and a note:
"I've circled this block for 20 years, and if | do not give you

a ticket, I'll lose my job. 'Lead us not into temptation'.

In his book, “The Difference God Makes,” by Cardinal
Francis George. He states that in a Catholic culture, many
things are not permitted but everything can be forgiven.
Opposite of this is the thought of modern, liberal American
culture; everything is permitted and some of these things
are deemed unforgivable. Negotiating around this
difference is not easy. People need ideals for which to reach
for. They need principles to guide their cravings and to help
form their values.

In this, the Church is unafraid in preaching the truths of
our faith. We believe these truths are revealed by God, and,
we should not apologize for these beliefs. But, the strict
adherence to the rules, just as the Pharisees were prone to
do in Jesus’ time, can weaken the recognition of a more
fundamental Catholic belief: Our realization that God’'s
mercy and love are super-abundant. Mercy and love given
freely to us as a gift and like any gift, we only need to open
our hearts to accept.

We need God’s grace, God’s forgiveness, and God’s
love! All of us would be overwhelmed to see the times we
have turned our back on Him. Think of all the blessings we
have received, yet, we dare to continue. Can’t even help
ourselves. We rationalize what we do; we grow quick to
forgive ourselves. But not others? Making excuses for
ourselves and increasingly growing ignorant of the damage
and alienation we are creating, not only with those around
us, but in our own souls. All for the want of asking for and
giving forgiveness.

Forgiveness is at the center of God’s heart. It is the
center of Christianity. It is the theme of the Gospel. Jesus is
always encouraging us to forgive. How many times? Seven
times? No, seven times seventy times. In other words,
forgiveness should be as much a part of our life as
breathing. Without forgiveness we as Christians are no
better than anyone else on the earth.

Do we desire a true unity with one another? We know in
our heart that true oneness brings contentment and
happiness to our lives. But without forgiveness it cannot
become a reality. We only need to look to God for an
example of the kind of forgiveness and love that Jesus
speaks of and that is: We are loved by God, unconditionally!
When we express sorrow for having hurt our relationship
with Him, He forgives us! Then with mercy and compassion
our offense is forgotten, and it is forever!!!

Can we do anything less for those who have hurt us than
to imitate God’s wonderful example of love, forgiveness and
compassion! Let’s give it a try and see the difference that it
makes in our lives and the life of the world around us!

A Note from Father Phil

People are suffering from COVID-19 fatigue. | get that. |
am sick of it, too. | have never been so aware of door
knobs, stair railings, and light switches. I'm tired of being
paranoid. Yet, | still need to remain vigilant by frequently
washing my hands, wearing a mask in public spaces, and
practicing social distancing. | bet “social distancing” will end
up on the Banned Word List that Lake Superior University
will publish next year!

The enemy in all of this is not a political or religious
leader. The enemy is not the Governor, or the President, or
the Bishop. The enemy is the coronavirus. Leaders have
to make tough decisions to keep the enemy at bay. They
are mandated to protect those who are most
vulnerable. Some people do not like our leaders’
decisions. They seem to think that they have an individual
right to put themselves in harm’s way. No they don’t. Their
individual decisions affect everyone they live with, work
with, or come in contact with. Every individual decision and
every individual act affects the whole. By wearing a mask
in public places, maintaining good hygiene and practicing
social distancing we are doing our part to keep people
healthy, particularly those with whom Jesus most identifies—
—the vulnerable. Practicing these basic guidelines during a
pandemic we are showing respect to essential workers who
are serving us in stores, med centers, churches, and other
public places. We are being Pro Life.

The last couple of weekends we have exceeded the number
of people that we can safely accommodate at the 4:00 pm

Saturday Evening Mass at St Francis Xavier. A
congregation of more than 40 people is too large for the
small worship space. The risk of spreading the virus gets
higher as the distance between people gets tighter.

For those who like a Saturday Evening Mass, | encourage
you to consider coming to St Joseph Church for the 5:30 pm
Mass especially if you are not a member of St Francis
Xavier. It is a larger prayer space and normally fewer
people come to that Mass.

If more than 40 people come to the 4:00 pm Mass at
Saint Francis Xavier this Saturday, we will start
requiring reservations to attend that Mass starting
September 19th. People will have to call Kim at St
Catherine’s by Thursday. The office number there is: 231-
853-6222. Hopefully, we won'’t have to do this.

Keep in mind the Bishop has extended the dispensation for
attending Weekend Masses until the middle of
October. Those who are over 65 years of age and/or have
an underlying health condition, should stay home and pray
from there. Watch the Mass on TV. Who knows, one might
find a priest who can deliver a great homily that way. If not,
press the fast forward button and skip that part.

One could also consider participating in the Mass and
receiving communion on a weekday when there are fewer
people in attendance. Make Monday, Tuesday, Thursday
or Friday a “Sabbath Day.” As one priest remarked, “All
Masses are Sunday Masses during this pandemic.”

We are living in unprecedented times. Unfamiliar and
frustrating. And with us is the Risen Lord who invites us to
care for one another, especially those most vulnerable. We
can do this by frequently washing our hands, wearing
masks in public places and keeping 6 feet apart even in
church.
